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The A5020 family of antennas and the A5010 antenna are all equipped with
SMA connectors due to their slim design. We have designed the Connector
Protection Backplate to help protect the antenna connector from hits,
especially when mounted on a bracket in free space.

To install the backplate you simply attach it to the rear side of the antenna.
The backplate bends over the connector, held on via the mounting holes.

The backplate can be used with right angled and straight cables.

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Mounting Information

The connector protection backplate can be flush mounted or VESA mounted.

How to flush mount:

First, you feed the cable through the slot of the backplate, then attach the cable to the antenna. Align the
antenna holes with the holes of the connector backplate, making it ready for flush mounting.

How to VESA mount:

To VESA mount on an articulated bracket, you will need to align the antenna holes and feed it through the
backplate using bolts to hold it together.

e Attach the bracket using washers and nuts.

e The connector protection backplate also allows for a cable with elbow connectors to be fed
through.

e The slots on the backplate allow for cables to be attached so that the accessory cable can
be routed behind the antenna or sideways.

e The mounting holes of the A5020 support VESA spaced mounting brackets. The backplate
is equipped with four mounting holes.

Important Information:

e The Cable cannot be removed or attached to the antenna while the backplate is attached. For this

reason, when mounting you will need to feed the cable through the slot in the connector protection
backplate and connect the cable to the antenna.

e The backplate can then be moved along the cable. The mounting holes for both the protection
backplate and the antenna can then be aligned, and the bolts or screws fed through for mounting.

e Do note that the backplate can be attached to the A5020 and A5010 using the antennas mounting

holes. Solutions looking to attach the antenna flush to a wall without using the mounting holes may
have trouble doing so.
